	Real-World Task Goal (s)

(RWTG)
	These are purposeful communicative language tasks that someone carries out in a specific social (community, work, school) context. Writing a note to a child’s teacher to explain an absence or listening to a presentation are examples of real world language tasks.  Completing a grammar fill-in the blank or matching words to definitions are not.  These are skill-building activities to support the performance of a real world task. 
The RWT Goal should be relevant to the topic and appropriate for the CLB level.  Check the Profiles of Ability Across Stage X and Some Features of Communication in CLB 2012.  The CLB includes sample tasks relating to work, study and community contexts for all competencies at all CLB levels. When writing the RWT goal it is generally useful to start with an imperative form of a communicative action verb e.g. make (an appointment), follow (instructions),  read (a prescription label); fill out (a job application)

	Context/Background Information


	Background information specific to the module that learners need to know in order to complete the module in a real world setting. It includes aspects of the physical and social setting, cultural knowledge and information, and awareness of local practices. There should be NO language, vocabulary or competency items listed here.

	In the CLB document each languge skill has four competency areas.  Consider the purpose of each RWT and choose the most appropriate competency(ies).  (Refer to the CLB document p.xvi for definitions)
 Under the competency areas are the competency statements which are preceded by a bullet and the Indicators of Ability which are preceded by dashes .  All components should be copied directly from the CLB pages. 

Remember that the indicators under the competency statements are only partial lists and there may be others you could add. Additional indicators may be found in the Strengths and Limitations section of the Profile of Ability. These indicators will serve as criteria for the assessment task later on.

	These are language elements of the real world task goal. Be sure to consider each element of communicative competence (not just grammatical knowledge) when writing them.  Refer to the Knowledge and Strategies pages found in the CLB document at the front of each stage and skill for ideas on possible language focus items that might relate to your RTW Goals. Remember that Knowledge and Strategies pages are for the whole stage and not a particular CLB level so be sure to only select items that are appropriate to the level you are teaching.
From this list you will choose the elements that you will address in your lessons.

	Language and Learning Strategies = Strategic Competence
	These include language strategies to facilitate communication or help to avoid communication breakdown such as (L) listening for gist; (S) asking for clarification (R) skimming or scanning; (W) brainstorming. Refer to the Knowledge and Strategies pages in the CLB for possible ideas.
Strategies are listed separately because teaching strategies is an important part of our lessons.

	Assessment Task


	An assessment task allows students to demonstrate that they can do the RWT It should be as closely related to the real world task goal as possible given the expectations of the CLB level.. The assessment (skill using) task uses the skills you have addressed in your lessons. 

An example of an assessment task:
· RWT – Write a note to a child’s teacher explaining his/her absence

· Assessment Task – Use scenario cards as a prompt to write a short note to a child’s teacher explaining his/her absence.
