ORGANIZATION GUIDELINES

Your Language Companion Portfolio Binder is your way to show the best of your English skills.  You will have to show this binder and the work in it to your teacher at the end of the semester.  You will also have to show it to any other LINC teacher or LINC school if you move to another LINC class anywhere in Canada. You can also show it to anyone who wants to know about your English skills.

What examples of my work should I include?

You should have 7-10 examples of your work for each skill (Listening, Speaking, Reading, and Writing).  You MUST include assessments, and you may also include some activities if you don't have enough assessments.

1. Assessments

These are the most important examples and you MUST include them in your binder. These are clearly labeled assessment tasks that are corrected and marked by the teacher.

2. Activities that show your work

If you do not have at least 7 assessments for each section, you can include activities from class that show your work. These may or may not be corrected by the teacher. 

Here are some guidelines to help you choose which examples to include in your portfolio:

· Choose examples that you have done well on

· Choose examples from your current level

· Choose new, recent examples 

· Choose examples that show your progress
It is important that you keep your binder organized during class.  Bring your binder to class every day so you can put things into the right section as you receive them in class. Here are a few guidelines that will help you keep your binder organized:

· Papers should go behind the tab of the section they should be in. For example, the LISTENING tab should be in front of all your listening samples.

· Remember to put the date on each item in your binder.

· Make sure each item is in the proper section.  If you are not sure where an item belongs, ask your teacher.

· Organize as you go… don't wait until the end of the semester!
